We have the privilege of serving as salt in a context marked by both deep joy 

and great challenge. Joy-to witness leaders growing the Word of God and 

experiencing genuine Transformation through their formation at the 

seminary. Challenge: to watch our students navigate daily danger, moving 

through streets where people suffer and where help is rarely possible, given 

the extent of the needs. This is the reality we live and minister in. We are 

grateful that you stand with us in this endeavor. One piece of good news is 

“Our God is faithful and true. With justice He judges and wages war. 

Revelation 19:11. There will be a day when He will take care of any 

suffering. 

The entire letter is on the missionary table under the map in the hall. It paints 

a picture of the danger and heartbreak Duckens, Lenie and Nathan and their 

church family face every day, yet their hope is in the Lord. Please pray for 

their safety in the midst of a lawless country.
